Public Meeting: Useful Written Prescription Drug Information for Consumers

Dear Ms. Bechtel:

The National Council on Patient Information and Education (NCPIE) would like to request time to present at the above referenced public meeting. Since our inception in 1982, NCPIE has encouraged and supported private sector initiatives to more fully educate and inform the public about appropriate use of prescription medications. With over 135 members, NCPIE represents numerous private sector groups devoted to enhancing prescription drug information for patients and consumers (see attached roster).  Since the passage of PL 104 -180 and our participation on the Keystone Committee, NCPIE has doubled its efforts to provide coordinating and facilitating functions for private sector initiatives to meet the goals set forth. In recent months, we have begun developing a coherent plan, that when implemented, can meet the Year 2006 goals. This new effort represents the combined efforts of 17 private sector medicine information stakeholders. 

At the public meeting, we would like to present a series of presentations that describe a detailed plan for meeting the quantity and quality goals for the development and distribution of consumer medication information. Specifically, we request one hour and 15 minutes in presentation time. Although we request a single block of time, the presentations will be divided among five different speakers.
