To the FDA:

Regarding the petition seeking FDA actions on pharmacies which compound bio-identical hormone replacement therapy drugs:  I have been on bio-identical progesterone hormone replacement therapy since May of 2000.  This is the only hormone replacement drug that I have been able to successfully take without any adverse side affects and an increase in my risk of developing certain cancers.

I believe that unless there are tests conducted by a testing facility that is in no way associated with the petitioner seeking this action, the FDA should dismiss this frivolous petition.  If the FDA decides to take action against compounding pharmacies, it will destroy the lives of millions of women who have been able to lead normal productive lives—lives that were almost destroyed by the neglect of and disregard by multiple medical providers from whom each has sought medical help, to no avail.  I am speaking from experience.  I sought help from over eleven doctors, spent thousands of dollars on medical treatment, anti-depressants, etc., with no relief for my symptoms.  I would not go on any synthetic hormone replacement drugs due to prior adverse reactions to these drugs.

It has been proven that synthetic hormone replacement drugs drastically increase the risk of some cancers in women, and unless there are some alternate hormone replacement drugs, there is no other choice to women other than to greatly risk their health by taking synthetic hormone replacement drugs.  It has been proven.

Therefore, I respectfully request that you take no action on this petition to wage a war against compounding pharmacies, unless there are credible tests that reveal a greater risk in taking bio-identical hormones than that of synthetic hormones.
