3,21, 22, 28, and 29, October 8, 22(2), and 29, November 2 and 9, and December 2, 10, 17, 22, and
29, 1999, and January 12, 14, and 24, February 3 and 28(2), March 1, 2(2), 3, 6(3), 9(3), 13, 16, 21, 22,
24, 29(2), and April 4 and 11, 2000. Y our submission of August 27, 1999, constituted a complete
response to our August 20, 1999, action letter (S-001) and your submission of December 29, 1999
congtituted a complete response to our October 18, 1999 action letter (S-001, S-002, S-003 and S-004).

These supplements propose the following changes.

1. Supplement 001 providesfor anew indication for the treatment of corticosteroid-induced
osteoporosis.

2. Supplement 002 provides for anew indication for the prevention of postmenopausa osteopoross.

3. Supplement 003 provides for anew indication for the treatment of postmenopausal osteopoross.



4. Supplement 004 provides for a new indication for the prevention of corticosteroid-induced
0steoporosis.

5. All four supplements provide for anew 5 mg strength tablet.

We have completed the review of these supplementa applications, as amended, and have concluded that
adequate information has been presented to demondtrate that the drug product is safe and effective for use
as recommended in the agreed upon labdling text. Accordingly, these supplementa gpplications are
approved effective on the date of this letter.

Be advised that, as of April 1, 1999, al applications for new active ingredients, new dosage forms, new
indications, new routes of adminigtration, and new dosing regimens are required to contain an assessment of
the safety and effectiveness of the product in pediatric patients unless this requirement is waived or deferred
(63 FR66632). We are waiving the pediatric sudy requirement for this action on this application. In
addition, please submit three copies of the introductory promotional materias that you propose to use for
this product. All proposed materids should be submitted in draft or mock-up form, not find print. Please
submit one copy to this Divison and two copies of both the promotional materias and the package insert
directly to:
