“oninvestigator, Joe A. Odorq confirmed that you purchased animals fkom~

that had been medicated. You slaughtered these animals
for human food without observing a sufficient period prior to slaughtering. These animals were in
violation of Section 402 (a)(2)(D) of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (the Act).

You should t.ak+prompt action to correct the above violations and to establish procedures whereby
such violations do not recur. Failure to do so may result in regulatory action without fbrther notice
such as seizure a.dor injunction.

The violations @ted above are not intended to be an all inclusive list. As a slaughterhouse of
animals, you ~e frequently the individual who introduces or offers for introduction into interstate
commerce the +ulterated fd. As suck you share the responsibtity for violating the Federal Food,
~ and Cosn@c Act. To avoid Mure illegalresidue violations, you should take precautions such
as:

1) implementinga system to determine tlom the source of the animal whether the animal
@s been medkated and with what drug(s); and

2) ifthe animalhas been medicat~ implementing a system to withhold the animal from
daughter for an appropriate period of time to deplete potentially hazardous residues
of drugs from edible tissue. If you do not want to hold the medicated animal, then it
should not be offered for human food, and it should be clearly identified and sold as
a medicated animal.

You should be aware that it is not necessary for you to have personally shipped meat in interstate
commerce to bk responsible for violation of the Act.
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Please advise this office in writing by February 26, 1999, of the specific action you have taken or
intend to take to bring your operation into compliance with the law, includlng measures to prevent
the recurrence of similar violations. Your response should be dwected to Barbara A. Wood,
Compliance Offioer, at the above address.
