Your facility was inspected on August 30, 2000 by a representative of the State of Tennessee on contract to
the Food and Drug Administration. This inspection revealed that your facility failed to comply with the
Quality Standards for Mammography (Standards) as specified in Title 21, Code of Federal Regulations
(CFR), Part 900.12, as follows:

This specific deficiency appeared on the Post Inspection Report, which was mailed out to your facility by
the State inspector, along with instructions on how to respond to this finding. This deficiency may be
symptomatic of serious problems that could compromise the quality of mammography at your facility and
potentially overexpose both patients and employees involved with mammography. )

It is your responsibility to ensure adherence to each requirement of the Mammography Quality Standards
Act of 1992 (MQSA) and FDA's regulations. You are responsible for investigating and determining the
cause of this deficiency as identified and to promptly initiate permanent corrective action.

If you fail to properly address this deficiency, FDA may, without further notice, initiate regulatory action.
Under MQSA, FDA may:
