WARNING LETTER

Dear Mr. Van Dyk:

An investigation at your dairy located at 1450 Van Dyk Road Lynden, Washington by our
investigator on December 19 through December 22, 2000, confirmed that you offered an animal
for sale for slaughter as food in violation of Section 402(a)(2)(C)(ii), and 402(a)(4) of the Federal
Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act (the Act).

A food is adulterated under Section 402(a)(2)(C)(ii) of the Act if it contains a new animal drug
that is unsafe within the meaning of Section 512 of the Act. On or about October 18, 2000, you
sold a culled dairy cow identified on USDA-FSIS laboratory report # 411559, also identified
with back tag # 91 FX 5069, for slaughter as human food to

USDA analysis of tissue samples collected from that animal identified
the presence of gentamicin in the kidney at 19.55 parts per million (ppm). There is no allowable
tolerance for gentamicin in the edible tissue of cattle.

A food is adulterated under Section 402(a)(4) of the Act “if it has been prepared, packed, or held
under insanitary conditions... whereby it may have been rendered injurious to health.” As it
applies in this case, “insanitary conditions” means that you hold animals which are ultimately
offered for sale for slaughter as food under conditions which are so inadequate that medicated
animals bearing possibly harmful drug residues are likely to enter the food supply.
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You lack an adequate system for identifying which animals have been treated including the
