During an inspection of your airline catering facility, LSG Sky Chefs, Inc. (LSG), El Paso
International Airport, El Paso, Texas, on November 20,1997, our investigator documented
deviations from Title 21, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 1250.

Our inspection revealed significant insanitary conditions, including:

1. Potentially hazardous foods were not being stored at
appropriate temperatures.

2. A cutting board being used in food processing was found to be worn and
discolored.

3. The final rinse water on the automatic dishwasher failed to reach the required
temperature for sanitization.

This letter is not intended to be an all-inclusive list of deficiencies at your LSG catering
facility. It is your responsibility to ensure adherence to each requirement of the regulations.

Observations (FDA-483) was issued to and discussed with
responsible individuals at the El Paso location.
