When not discarded 
properly they can cut and infect others. Protect your 
community by always discarding your used sharps in 
a sharps disposal container. Free sharps containers may 
be available through your doctor, hospital, health 
insurance or medication supplier. You can also buy one 
from your pharmacist or online.
