This letter confirms our telephone conversation of December 3, 2002, wherein you 
agreed to withdraw the above referenced petition requesting that we issue a regulation 
requiring the installation of magnification devices at retail outlets. 

As you may recall, I had solicited comments from two of the major pharmacy 
associations that represent retail establishments. One, the National Community 
Pharmacists Association, chose not to provide written comment on your petition but 
indicated to me orally that it was opposed to our taking such action. The other, the 
National Association of Chain Drug Stores, did provide a comment, which I have 
attached to this letter. It too opposes such a requirement.
