Record of Events in the 14 days immediately after the 10/11/2000 Meeting with Representatives of Bayer Animal Health
CVM and OCC decided to allow Bayer representatives to see the final Campylobacter Risk Assessment (RA) and Dr. Mitchell called Bob Nicholas to advise him of this on October 17, 2000.

Bayer called us back to arrange a time when the Bayer representatives could see the RA.  This viewing of the RA took place on October 19 beginning at 9:00 AM and ending at about 4:00 PM.  The representatives of Bayer who examined the RA were Dr. Michael Vaughn, Dr. Kathy Ewert, and Mr. Greg Krauss.  They viewed the HUMAN HEALTH IMPACT OF FLUOROQUINOLONE RESISTANT CAMPYLOBACTER ATTRIBUTED TO THE CONSUMPTION OF CHICKEN.  It is dated October 18, 2000.

Bayer was given until close of business on Monday October 23 to indicate whether they would request the withdrawal of the approval for NADA 140-828.  On Monday afternoon Mr. John Payne called Dr. Sundlof to say that they wanted the NOOH to publish.  Dr. Sundlof made it clear during the meeting on October 11 and during this conversation that the CVM had evidence to support the NOOH.  Any decision on the part of the firm to request withdrawal of the approval would not avoid CVM making the evidence available to the public and that a request for withdrawal from the firm was a matter that was entirely up to them. 

Dr. Sundlof advised Mr. Payne that he expected the NOOH would publish on Thursday October 26.
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
