Dear Congressman Burton and Beth Clay:

In September of 1998, Beth Yetley of the US FDA apparently violated current US law at the Codex
meeting of the Committee on Nutrition and Special Dietary Use in i
Berlin Germany.

It employs fancy sounding acronyms based on the fraudulent so called "RDA"

in order to confuse us, and appears to hide an agenda of getting dietary

supplements regulated as "drugs".
