I am writing in support of the 
demands of this lawsuit, to require prominent labeling and complete 
disclosure of the modified nature of the food, as well as safety testing. 

Consumers should not be made unknowing guinea pigs in the 
industry’s experiments with potentially dangerous foods. 
I am eager to hear that the F.D.A. is living up to its mandate 
to protect public health and will provide the consumers with the information we 
need about the food we eat.
