feel that the request is proper. However, I am able to go into 
any drug store and buy a pair of glasses without any test 
or medical examination. This freedom certainly has not affected 
the optometry profession. Therefore, it seems that an individual 
should have right to purchase a hearing aid without the exam 
or test. I have worn hearing aids for 45 years. Initially when 
I was working, I went to the local retailer to make my purcheses. 
Now that I am retired I can no longer afford the prices that 
the retailer charges. I have bought aids via mail order and 
have been quite satisfied, The mail order firms offer a range of 
powers in the aids, and one is easily able to determine what suits 
his needs. The aids also come with controls that enable the user 
to adjust to the desired frequency response. 

I would appreciate it very much if YOU would refuse any request 
that requires the submission of a costly hearing test and/or 
medical examination in order to buy a hearing aid.
