The current U.S. supply of corn and soybeans includes a mix of genetically and 
non-genetically modified crops. Campbell’s use of genetically modified ingredients is 
restricted primarily to this supply of corn and soybeans. 

In labeling our products, we carefully follow the labeling regulations of each country 
where we sell our products. Genetically modified ingredients are identified where 
required.
