Without requirements for long-term safety testing, we will have no way to know if new
toxins or allergens are being introduced, or if fevels of existing toxins in these new foods
are increased. Also, genetic engineering's use of antibi%%e? antgg;;é;iaé‘;@ﬁ%ay pose a
health risk. Finally, FDA must con_zid‘s: g:i%oteﬁ@ for irglersible harm to the environ-
ment from the release of GE orgatiisfisAwhén developing requirements for safety testing.
