Short biography – Asbjørg Solberg Christophersen

Asbjørg Solberg Christophersen held a position as Assistant Director at the National Institute of Forensic Toxicology in Oslo, Norway and as Professor of Pharmacy at the School of Pharmacy, University of Oslo. Professor in Pharmacy, from 1992.  Teaching pharmaceutical students on topics dealing with analysis of drugs and metabolites in biological matrix, social pharmacy with focus on drugs of abuse and prescribed psychoactive drugs. Lectures at the Police Academy on  alcohol, drugs of abuse and psychoactive prescribed drugs important for driving impairment.  Lectures at physician post graduate courses in clinical pharmacology with focus on drugs and driving. 

   Research interests have been focused on analytical methods for drugs and metabolites in biological matrix, drug metabolic studies and  epidemiological studies with focus on drugs and driving performance. 

Leader of the Norwegian part of the  EU-funded project (ROSITA) dealing with drugs and driving, mainly focusing on alternative matrix and equipment for   the primary screening of drugs among drivers.
