CAPT Dwight Fulton was born in Baltimore, Maryland in May 1952.  After graduating from Cedar Cliff High School in Camp Hill, Pennsylvania in 1970, CAPT Fulton attended undergraduate school at Temple University in Philadelphia where he graduated in 1974 with a Bachelor of Art Degree.  Commissioned through the Armed Forces Health Scholarship Program in 1975, CAPT Fulton attended Temple University School of Medicine graduating with the degree of Doctor of Medicine in 1980.  


Following graduation, CAPT Fulton completed a general surgery internship at Naval Hospital Portsmouth, VA.  He then completed training to become a Naval Flight Surgeon at the Naval Aerospace Medical Institute in Pensacola, FL where he received his wings in December 1981.  Following two tours as an operational Flight Surgeon for Carrier Air Wing One and the Navy Flight Demonstration Squadron (Blue Angels), CAPT Fulton transferred to Naval Hospital Jacksonville, FL where he completed a Family Practice Residency from June 1986 to December 1988.  

After one tour as Family Practice Staff at the Naval Hospital in Newport, RI from June 1989 to August 1991, CAPT Fulton returned to his roots in operational medicine.  He served one tour as the Senior Flight Surgeon for Naval Aviation Schools Command in Pensacola, FL and then, in 1993, applied for and was accepted into the Residency in Aerospace Medicine (RAM) at the Naval Aerospace and Operational Medical Institute in Pensacola, FL.  As part of the residency, CAPT Fulton attended Johns Hopkins University in Baltimore, MD receiving his Masters in Public Health in May 1994.  CAPT Fulton completed the RAM Program in June 1996 and immediately reported to USS DWIGHT D. EISENHOWER (CVN-69) in Norfolk, VA, serving as Senior Medical Officer from July 1996 to July 1998.  From August 1998 through June 2001, CAPT Fulton served as Officer in Charge at the Navy Environmental and Preventive Medicine Unit No. 2 in Norfolk, VA.  CAPT Fulton is currently assigned at the Bureau of Medicine and Surgery as the Director, Aerospace Medicine (MED-23) and the Aerospace Medicine Specialty Leader.      


CAPT Fulton’s personal decorations and awards include the Meritorious Service Medal, Navy and Marine Corps Commendation Medal (3), Battle “E”, and the National Defense Ribbon.
