My name is Salena W. Stalker and I have been taking bio-

identical hormones for approximately 6 years.  It has been a tremendous comfort to me 
as it alleviates my night sweats and hot flashes without the bloating I experienced when 

taking the brand-name pharmaceuticals.  Additionally, I am taking a lower dose of 

estrogen in my compound, which should be even better health-wise for me.

I consult with my physician, who prescribes bio-identical hormones specifically 
for me, and my pharmacist prepares them.  Without this medication, I would either 

have to switch to a higher-dose brand-name estrogen or quit taking them all together.  

This would not only result in the return of my hot flashes and night sweats, but would 

also put me at higher risk of bone deterioration as I am predisposed to osteoporosis. 

The benefit of BHRT is that it is designed for me and I am concerned that Wyeth’s petition (Docket # 2005P-0411) would limit the ability of my physician and pharmacist to keep prescribing and preparing these individualized doses for me.  The FDA should reject Wyeth’s petition.
