I am furious that Wyeth is attempting to discredit compounding pharmacies and bio-identical hormones.  This is no more a “citizens complaint” than I’m the man in the moon.  It is a flagrant attempt by a corporation to eliminate competition from pharmacists providing a safer, more effective product than Wyeth produces.  I took Premarin for years and was a mess as a result.  (I also have serious concerns as to what long-term health effects I may have been left with as a result of having taken it.)  I have been taking bio-identical hormones, including estrogen, for the last decade and have experienced immeasurable improvement.  The difference between Premarin and bio-identical estrogen is night-and-day.  Shame on Wyeth…and a bigger shame on the FDA if it allows this travesty to occur.  If bio-identical hormones were to be taken off the market, I would rather do without than take Premarin again…and so would a lot of other women who have done their homework.  Is the FDA so corrupt as to deny women in this country the option of choosing safe and effective hormone replacement therapy in order to protect the drug industry?   I think I already know the answer…but time will tell.  And I can only hope I’m wrong.  My health depends on it.
