It's ridiculous to insinuate that they are endangering our health. People are not as dumb as Wyeth Ayerst may think we are. The well designed studies make it plain and clear that Wyeth Ayerst is the entity that is actually endangering our public health with their drugs- HERS I, HERS II, WHI Study, The Millionth Woman study- to name a few. I'm sure that as this complaint is further investigated, the studies will be in favor of bio-identical hormones.
