The Institute of Shortening and Edible Oils (ISEO) supports the authorization by the 
Food and Drug Administration of a Qualified Health Claim (QHC) for unsaturated fatty 
acids from canola oil and reduced risk of coronary heart disease (CHD) as petitioned by 
the U.S. Canola Association on February 28, 2006. 
 
ISEO is a trade association representing the refiners of edible fats and oils in the United 
States.  Such fats and oils are used as baking and frying fats (shortening), salad and 
cooking oils, margarines and spreads, confectionary products, and as ingredients in a 
wide variety of food products.
