— notify State and local officials of potential or confirmed
outbreak

— utilize epidemiological data to determine severity,
scope and association of outbreak with FDA-
regulated product

— determine what public health actions are needed to
mitigate the outbreak including public notification and
recall of product

Canada/U.S./Mexico Trilateral Cooperation

— Emergency, Preparedness and Response Working
Group

* Facilitate better international cooperation and
response during incidents and more rapid and
effective resolution of public health emergencies
