DURING AN INSPECTION OF YOUR FIRM WE OBSERVED: 

OBSERVATION 1 

Failure to store raw materials in a manner that protects against contamination. 

Specifically, on 3/23/1 {, uncovered trailers(b) ('f) 
1
filled with raw in-shell peanuts were observed to be stored outdoors 

and exposed to .fue elements. These raw in-shell pe~uts came from under the conveyer .belt during a cleanout ofBarn 
Birds too nllmerous to count were observed flying over and landing on the in-shell peanuts. Apparent bird excreta also was 
observed on some ofthe in-shell peanuts. Management stated that these in-shell peanuts would be processed into shelled 
peanuts. . . 

OBSERVATION 2 

Failure to provide adequate screening or other protection against pests. 

Specifically, 

a. On 3/23/11 - 3/24/11, the plastic strip door curtain lo~ated at the north production warehouse dock door was missing a 

strip. Raw product is stored approximately 20 feet from the plastic strip door curtain. 

b. On 3/23/11, three .gaps were observed on the exit door on the southwest portion of the loading dock, and located 
approximately 6 feet from finished product. The first gap approximately 1/2 inch wide by 1 inch high, was observed under 
the soufuwest portion ofthe door. The second gap approximately 1/2 inch wide by 1 inch high, was observed under the 
northwest.portion of the door. The third gap approximately 1/4 inch wide by 7 feet hi~was observed along the northern 
side offue door frame. 
c. On 3/24/11, two gaps were observed on the south dock door in fue peanut butter cleaning room, and located approximately 
12 feet from raw product. The first gap approximately 1/2 inch wide by 10 feet high, was observed along the north side of 
the dock door. The second gap approximately 114 wide by 3 feet high, was observed along the south side ofthe dock door. 
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
