• �Check photo ID of everyone under age 27 who attempts to purchase 

any tobacco product.
• Only sell tobacco products to customers age 18 or older.*
• �Never sell tobacco products in a vending machine unless in an  

adult-only facility.**
• �Don’t give away free samples of tobacco products to consumers, 

including any of their components or parts.***
