[bookmark: Background]Background
ONDP staff will be offered the training, Managing Teams-Managing Self for Senior Pharmaceutical Quality Assessors (SPQAs), in support of their professional development in FDA/CDER/OPQ/ONDP. The new aligned teams initiative in ONDP calls upon review staff selected to fill the position of SPQA in the organization to step into a technical team lead role.  This requires a different skill set rooted in leading diverse groups, effective communication, and managing team dynamics.  The program will be specifically designed to address the unique needs and challenges that SPQAs in ONDP will face in their new positions.

The objective of this training is to design a program for SPQAs that will help and support participants in developing practices, skills and confidence in many management and leadership competencies.  Additionally, this program will increase self-awareness and help participants answer the question, “Who do I want to be as a SPQA in ONDP?”  The program will help the SPQAs to gain insights into their current skills and strengths, and provide developmental opportunities through self-assessments, feedback, and hands-on experiential learning.  The desired outcomes of the program include:
