SM 22-03 was a multi-center, cross-
sectional, four-group, non-randomized 
study completed in Sweden, designed to 
assess BoEs and BoPHs in current, daily 
users of nicotine pouches, snus, or 
combusted cigarettes, relative to non-users 
of tobacco or nicotine products (TNPs). 

Eligible subjects in the nicotine user groups 
participated in the study for 14 days, while non-users 
of TNPs participated for 1 day, excluding the up to 28-
day screening period. Following a screening visit (Visit 
1), all subjects attended Visit 2 at the study sites.  
After initial collection they exclusively used their 
product of choice ad libitum for 14 days, following 
their regular usage pattern and documenting. 
Addtional samples were collected followed by the 
analysis of BoEs and BoPHs and interviewed for 
adverse events (AEs).
