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1 OVERVIEW
Significant findings from scientific publications are presented  in  an  integrated  manner  by  
scientific  area  in  this  section for  the  period  from  March 1, 2021, to  February  29, 2022.

Throughout this Annex, we reference publications that are related to the IQOS THS generally. 
PMP S.A. sells modified versions of the IQOS System Holder and Charger and additional 
variants of HeatSticks in markets outside of the U.S. The publications in this section may be 
related to versions of the IQOS System Holder and Charger and HeatSticks other than the 
Authorized Products, as PMP S.A. believes it is important to provide this information because 
those other versions are designed to have the same principles of operation and performance as 
the Authorized Products.

2 SIGNIFICANT FINDINGS BY SCIENTIFIC AREA
A systematic literature search and review of retrieved articles was conducted and originally 
identified 226 publications that reported information related to Heated Tobacco Products
(HTPs).

94 publications have been excluded from reporting here as they a) did not represent original 
research in a scientific discipline, b) did not represent a systematic review, c) were not available 
in English, d) mentioned HTPs, but upon review, did not include HTP-related data or e)
presented obvious bias and spread misinformation.1

The remaining 132 publications are listed  in Annex 2-2. Of those, 27 report results from studies 
conducted or sponsored by PMP S.A.2 or other tobacco and nicotine containing product 
manufacturers, and 105 report data from studies conducted by independent researchers.

The literature summary provided below gives an overview of the 82 publications presenting 
significant findings that were not previously reported.

The publications included in our literature summary encompass various scientific fields 
including:

Aerosol chemistry and  physics,  including  data on  product  properties  related  to  
non-combustion, emissions of harmful and potentially harmful constituent (HPHCs),

2 PMP S.A would like to emphasize that, when sponsoring a study, we only participate in financing, but have no 
influence on the design of the study, nor participate on the interpretation of the ensuing results.
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This thesis is confirmed by our literature review, which covers a wide range of studies in 
various scientific disciplines, including publications raising concerns that have been carefully 
considered. In conclusion, the extensive data reviewed do not provide any significant findings 
impacting the APPH status of IQOS Tobacco Heating System.
