Duties/Responsibilities 
As an attorney, you will: 

• Research difficult and complex problems and cases concerning interpretation, application,
and enforcement of program statutes, rules, and regulations.

• Assimilate and apply legal principles and guidance contained in case law, program rules,
regulations, and similar materials.

• Provide legal advice, guidance, and assistance to program officials, agency personnel and
others in such areas as: specific regulatory problems, issues, and actions; development of
modified and new program regulations and guidelines; etc.

• Evaluate program specifications for regulations; drafts regulations, notices, and other
documents; and prepare legal memoranda in areas which may involve little or no
precedent.

• Assist, in conjunction with the Department of Justice (DOJ), the preparation of litigation
motions, briefs, supporting memoranda, and affidavits.

Qualifications 
Specialized/Legal Experience. Specialized/legal experience is experience that equipped the 
applicant with the particular knowledge skills, abilities to successfully perform the duties of the 
position, and that is typically in or related to the work of the position to be filled.

3. One year of significant non-legal work experience in a field related to the position for which the
candidate is being considered (e.g., working with a Federal Acquisition Regulation, or Equal
Employment Opportunity regulations, or other work experience directly applicable to the work of the
position for which the candidate is being considered);

4. One year of post-law school judicial clerkship experience (full-time or equivalent);
5. Outstanding academic experience and achievement, to include awards, recognitions and honors

bestowed by an academic institution; participation in a clinical program with limited practice of law
(typically in third year) or community service legal clinic; participation in moot court and/or other
similar competitions (e.g., negotiation, mock trial, client counseling, appellate advocacy, writing, etc.);
completion of specialized certificate/curriculum programs designed to build and enhance critical
professional legal skills (such as Pathways to Success Professionalism, Health Law and Policy, Indian
Law, Employment Law, Trial Advocacy).



 

  
               
            

   
 

             
               

      

  
                

           
              
              

            
                 

              
               

          
        
       

 
               

      

  

    
 

 
     

            
   

 
     
           

           
             

      
  

     
   
   
     
   

               

Education Transcripts 

Applicants must submit official or unofficial law school transcripts. Transcripts and relevant 
coursework may be reviewed as part of the overall evaluation process to assess academic 
achievement and subject-matter foundation relevant to the duties of the position.  Academic 
performance will be considered in conjunction with experience, demonstrated competencies, 
writing samples, and interviews, and will not be the sole basis for selection.
