Dear Senior Associate Commissioner Suydam: 

On behalf of our client Star Scientific, Inc., we filed the attached response to 
comments on the Citizen Petitions referenced above filed by Ropes & Gray (formerly 
Bennett, Turner and Coleman) on behalf of GlaxoSmithKline Consumer Health Care LP, 
concerning Star Scientific’s compressed powdered hard tobacco product, Ariva*M 
CigalettTM pieces. Enclosed is a courtesy copy of the response for your review. 

Star Scientific has monitored the sale of ArivaTM and has attempted to persuade 
Internet retailers that have chosen to sell Ariva TM to discontinue such sales. Star Scientific 
has acted reasonably in marketing and distributing Ariva*M as a smokeless tobacco product 
and will continue to do so. However, the fact that tobacco products are available over the 
Internet does not provide a basis for the Food and Drug Administration (“FDA”) to 
regulate tobacco products, in general, or Ariva*M, in particular. Because the additional 
comments of GSK state no basis upon which jurisdiction can be assumed by FDA, the 
comments should not be accorded any weight in considering GSK’s Citizen Petitions. 

We maintain the firm belief that Star Scientific’s compressed powdered hard 
tobacco product Ariva TM falls outside of FDA’s jurisdiction pursuant to the Supreme Court 
decision in FDA v. Brown & Williamson Tobacco Corporation, 529 U.S. 120 (2000) and 
that the Petitions are without.merit and should be denied.
