I. Background 

Elsewhere in this issue of the Federal Register, FDA is publishing a 

proposed rule to amend the cl,assification regulations for tinnitus masker 

devices presently classified into class II (special controls: labeling) to designate 

a special control for the devices. The draft guidance document describes a 

means by which t-he device may comply with the requirement of special 

controls for class II devices. Following the effective date of a”fina1 rule based 

on the proposed rule, any firm subm,itting. a 5$0(k) premarket ~oti~i~atio~ for 

the device will need to address the issues c0vere.d in the special control 

guidance. However, the firm need only show that its device meets the 

recommendations of the guidance or in some other way provides equivalent 

assurances of safety and effectiveness. 
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II. Significance of Guidance 

This draft guidance is being issued,consistent with FDA’s good guidance 

practices regulation (21 CFR 10.125). The draft guidance, when finalized, will 

represent the agency’s current thinking on tinnitus masker devices. It does not 

create or confer any rights for or on any person and does not operate to bind 

FDA or the public. An alternative approach may be u~sed if such a:n approach 

satisfies the requirements of the applicable statute and regulations.
