I am writing to express my concerns about FDA's regulation of genetically
engineered foods, (FDA Docket Number O0OP-1211/CP1)

To protect my ability to choose, all genetically engineered foods must be
labeled.

I am requesting mandatory pre-market safety testing on all genetically
engineered foods.

Additionally, I am requesting a moratorium on the development of new
genetically engineered foods.

Studies show that genetically engineered foods could create new toxins,
antibiotic resistance, allergic reactions and other dietary risks for
consumers and therefore should not be generally recognized as safe
eating!

Without mandatory labeling, individuals with ethical or religious dietary
concerns may be unknowingly consuming foods that contain genes from
other species.

The FDA must change its policy so that labeling of genetically engineered
foods is mandatory!
