Mandatory labeling was the primary message heard from the FDA public
hearings on genetic engineering in 1999, and in the FDA’s own consumer
focus groups in May 2000. The recent final report of the joint EU-U.S.
Biotechnology Consultative Forum also emphasized the importance of
mandatory labeling of genetically modified food products as an important
tool in providing consumers with relevant information.

The proposed guidance on labeling is unacceptable. That the FDA
continues to deny mandatory labeling of genetically modified foods is
contrary to what the Agency has consistently heard from the majority of
consumers.

In addition, the FDA’s decision to encourage
of mandatory labeling unfairly puts the burden on
not to use bioengineered ingredients instead of on
this new technology into our food supply.
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I fully expect the FDA to listen to the will of the people. Mandatory
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Consumers deserve the right of informed choice in the selection of food for
themselves and their families
