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Dr De Gier received his Pharmacy B.Sc., M.Sc. and Ph.D. degrees (the latter in 1980 in the field of human psychopharmacology, in particular drugs and driving research) from the University of Utrecht in the Netherlands. Dr De Gier served at the University of Utrecht before he started his private company as scientific consultant in the field of pharmaceutical and medical informatics in 1984. He is presently consulting at PharmaPartners (a major supplier of information systems for community and hospital pharmacy and general practitioners’ practices) and at Health Base Foundation (an independent non-profit organization for maintaining a drug data base for health care providers and patients) for developing patient-based R&D projects in integrated care. His major interest is developing integrated Pharmaceutical Care programmes for patients, community pharmacists and general practitioners. Since 1998 Dr De Gier has a guest position at Utrecht University (Faculty of Pharmacy) to focus his research interest on drugs and driving problems by applying pharmacoepidemiological methods. 

Since 1975 Dr De Gier has been interested in the patient oriented application of knowledge on the behavioural toxicity of medicinal drugs. He is co-founder of the Institute for Drugs, Safety and Behaviour at Maastricht University in 1985 and served on the Institute's Board of Directors from 1993 - 1998. He served on the Executive Board of the Internati​onal Council on Alcohol, Drugs and Traffic Safety (ICADTS) as Treasurer from 1992 - 1997. He is consultant specialized in issues concerning drugs and driving to the Dutch Ministry of Transport, Public Works and Water Management, the Directo​rate General for Transport of the Commissi​on of the European Communities and the Pompidou Group of the Council of Europe.

Dr De Gier is President of the Section of Pharmacy Information within the International Pharmaceutical Federation (FIP) and coordinator of the Special Interest Group Integrated Primary Care within the European Society of Clinical Pharmacy (ESCP). He serves as President-Elect on the Executive Board of ICADTS (Int. Council on Alcohol, Drugs and Traffic Safety).
