Dear Mr. Shapiro; 

We are responding to the NPRM of February 2, 2003, referenced above, specifically the collection of information provisions.  

The separate response to the “collection of information provisions” to OMB is confusing in conjunction with its relationship to the overall proposal.  We are confused as to whether OMB/FDA wants comments on the proposed data elements to be collected, the cost analysis of economic impact to provide this information, or the proposed form and it’s data elements that would apparently be the information basis to the Internet application.  

FedEx respectfully requests that OMB clarify the nature of their information request and provide an additional opportunity to comment so that we may evaluate the impact on our operations and convey any concerns to OMB.
Further, we have strong objections to the use of the Internet versus data transmissions through existing ACS government applications.  Due to the proposed redundancy and duplicative data in both the proposed Internet and existing ACS transmissions, we estimate this new process will be highly labor intensive, expensive and will result in a doubling of current cost to the importing public.
