The Councll is in the process of developing a strateglc plan and is requestmg pubhc mput

I would like to address the treatment and condmons by which farm animals suffer. Problems
include overcrowding animals, subjecting them to stressful procedures and conditions, feeding
them chwken litter and feces, rendering diseased animals into animal feed, excessive use of
antlblopcs and other drugs, and inhumane and unhygienic transport and slaughter.

Food safety hazards first and foremost need to be addressed at the source, with mandatory
safeguards at the animal production stage. These include more humane and hygienic treatment
and conditions for farm animals. Short of this, any food safety plan is doomed to fail.
Regulatory authority at the production stage must be expanded, with adequate funding actively

sought.
