The Center for Veterinary Medicine has carvefully considered the
potential environmental impact of this actiop and has concluded that
this actlon will not have a signifilcant effect on the quality of the
human environment and that an emviroumental impact statement therefore
will not be prepared.

Elanco Products Company has requasted approval of & supplement to NADA
95=-735 to provide for the use of monensin in goats for the preventlon
of coccidiosls caused by specifisd organisas. The product is to be
fed continuously to geoats ar 20 grams monensin per tom of feed. Data
supparting the approval of this supplenment was collected under Public
Master File (PMF) 5055 In conjunction with the Interrepional Research
Project No.4 (IR-4) for the clearance of animal drugs for minor uses.

In support of the approval of the supplement, Elanco submitted an
abbreviated environmental assessment (¥A) dated Hovember 1987 {copy
attached). The abbreviated FA addresses the potential enviremmental
impacts which could result from the manufacture of mousnsin for use in
goats. The abbreviated EA indlestes that the product will be
manufactured at the firm's Clinton and Lafayette, IN, menufacturing
facilities and that these facilities are in compliance with the
applicable Federal, State, and local envivonmental regulrements. The
Center has reviewed the abbreviated EA and determined that it
adequately addresses the necessary requlirements pertalning to the
manufacture of monensin for use in goats.

The potential envirommental impacts which could result from the use of
monensin in goats was addressed in an IR~4 BA dated July 31, 1986. A
copy of the EA is attached. The Center has reviewsd the EA and
determined that 1t provides sufficlent informatlon to support a
eomelusion that the proposed use of monensin In goats for the
pravention of coccidiosia would nof be exwpacted to cause significant
environmental impacts.
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Based upon the information contained in Elanco's abbreviated EA and
the IR-4 EA, the Center concludes that the manufacture and use of
monensin in goats for the prevention of coccidiosis 1s not expected to

have a significant impact on the environment.
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
